Celebrations are always exciting and fun for elementary school students so teachers should involve their classes in the planning of these events. Appropriate activities obviously will vary from the lower grades to the junior high school level. In some cases it’s enough to settle for a Birthday Cake for Charles Darwin on or about the 12th of February each year. Art projects about the subject of evolution are also popular.
