	Initially, when we first put together the high profile names, most of them we just listed as supporters but then, I believe, we began making references to an advisory board and did ask some of the high profile names to be on this. I remember communicating with Daniel Dennett and Eugenie Scott specifically but I expect I communicated with all of them to some extent. I believe I never treated them as one entity but rather communicated with them individually. If I was requesting something from them, I believe I simply requested it directly - for instance, an article to put online (or in our collection) or an advertisement about us (with NCSE specifically)... and then I had some represent as in media (especially Dawkins for our UK media) and at conventions (I sent postcards and pamphlets for such events as the Geological Association's annual event and the Evolutionary Biologists that Massimo was VP of.) I know at one time I spoke over the phone with EO Wilson and John Maynard Smith and simply asked for their thoughts and if they had anything that we could make use of within the program. Wilson had actually offered to send us some items and had cc-ed me on an email to his secretary about this - but we never did receive anything. 

 

The international representives really just got started in that last year I was actively working night and day. I communicated with them for a time through a special topica list we had created (I believe you were on this.) I also communicated with them individually, asking them specifically to do various things in their area - with the media, with libraries, events, and so on. We sent a box of materials (postcards, ribbons, t-shirts, etc.) to several and a box of books to each when they came out. The most active of our international reps was Juan from Argentina but Vicki Hyde in New Zealand was also very active as well. Sadly I did not to as much as I should have on a regular basis and in a formal way so this wasn't as successful as it could have been.
