Since November 2005 meeting:

Sent PR release on stationery to 145.   The banner breaks up if the character size or page width is wrong.
Get mailing lists for 

· Med School Professors (mailed to 15,000 over Thanksgiving time)

· Science Clubs (Mailed to 620)

· Academic Librarians  (Mailing to 25,000 starting now)

· Science Journals  (to do)

Rearrange front page (switch Lincoln and Don't Miss) and make Don't Miss an "inclusion" section that can automatically be pulled in when Home Page is displayed, so someone can just change the inclusion at one place, in simple fashion. 

Ongoing buildup of events (now 16 for 2006) and registrants (555 email only and Supporters).
Load the Remote Desktop on my laptop so I could herd the emails along from my parents' home in Palm Desert with two 15 minute phone calls a day.  "Virtual office"/"telecommuting".

Editing letters a little after Bob sets the main themes to each audience.

Found and used Printing Factory to get the brochures reproduced for ~59 cents each.  Convenient and fast, from our electronic originals, so we can modify and also allow downloading and local printing worldwide.
Struggled with a problem of emails not being displayed when they arrive.  Possible DX last night.

Got Spanish translations of Home Page and the brochure.

NEED TO:

(Outreach):
1. Process the returns isolating the emails with the designations : good, try again, drop. 

2. Enhance database to record what was sent to whom, and to remove the "dead" and "unsubscribed" people.

3. Send to good and try again addresses, and people from last year, with appropriate email messages.

(Web Site):
1. Put "Event Favors" for downloading and remote printing: brochures, editable brochures, bookmarks, posters, bumper stickers, signup sheets (with email permission) for Event attendees, etc. on the Web site (in a little "free store" page?).
2. Use the Spanish translations to test the multilingual versions of the Web site.
