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All recipients of grant funds from the James Hervey Johnson Charitable
Educational Trust are required to sign a Grant Funds Acceptance Agreement,
which specifies certain obligations of the grantee. The obligations include, but are
not limited to, the following:

l. Moneys shall be spent in accordance with the manner specified in the Grant
Funds Acceptance Agreement, which will be forwarded to all applicants
selected for funding;

2. The grantee shall periodically report to the Trustees its organizational
activities and the manner in which grant funds are being used;

3. The grantee shall provide copies of all products to the Trustees or the
Trustees’ representative. The term “products” shall include, but not be
limited to, books, articles, magazines, pamphlets, tracts, computer software,
computer programs, computer accessing systems (with applicable accessing
codes or passwords, newsletters, newspapers, speeches, curricula for
instruction (whether formal or informal), recordings, videotapes, pictures,
writings, electronic recordings, or CD ROM;

4. The grantee shall publicize the grant made; and,
5. The grantee shall provide periodic accountings of grant funds expenditures.

The applicant also understands that failure to abide by the terms and
conditions specified in the Grant Funds Acceptance Agreement may result in
forfeiture of unexpended grant funds. The Trustee also reserves the right to pursue
any legal remedies available should it be deemed necessary to recover sums
already expended.
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
