Outreach and Web progress since January 2006 meeting to February:

Things came together!
Method to give each language a block of code that is easy to update, for front page (home page) high interest items.

1. Loaded all the emails (= persons) as UNIQUE entries into PERSONS table, and facts about them in PERSONFACTS table.  Worked vast overtime to be able to get the mailings going ASAP.  Now we can use uniform methods for remailing to various groups.  We have 66,811 unique persons (emails) in the DB.
The "wonderful weekend maker":

2. The code for handling of returned and Unsubscribed emails processed ~8,000 returns into DROP requests and those removed from the Database.  There are about 3,000 returns that were less common and not handled successfully yet.  Thinking about a program to display the beginning of the email and the emails found in it, with click boxes for disposition.

3. Got pages for donations, including the PayPal connection.  Tried it with a small donation.  It worked!
4. The Spanish translation of the home page went in on the same afternoon, and worked immediately.  I can't handle non-European alphabets to match the English and corresponding really foreign language.  Thinking about sending marked page source HTMLs to translators so they can just drop in the translation and send the page back.  I can drop the translated pages in place and the translator's work will immediately be visible, worldwide.  Have to invent a unique page numbering system.  
More mailings, to PR (with a safer logo) and soon to the Attendees.

Editing of persons and events, and a lot of responding to emails.  The volume is challenging and retards other progress.

Set up and succeeded with parallel automated mailing from my home computer, which may double our rate of sending emails, when necessary.

Set up new antivirus software, since the old ones expired.  Found them on full rebate offers at Fry's.
Spotted the Clergy Letter entry with mention of 320 churches doing "Evolution Sunday".  Got permission to separate their listing into 320 entries on ours!  Started processing those into event listings in our database.
